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Study on Japan’ s China Policy during the Wuhan Campaign

Abstract: The Wuhan campaign was the final battle in the period of Japan’ s strategic attack to
China. The Wuhan campaign launched by Japan consisted of political and military offensive. China
government’ s uncompromisingly resistance resulted in the failure of Japan’ s political attack.
Militarily, although Japan won the Wuhan campaign, it couldn’ t annihilate the main force of China
army and obtain the chance of ending the war. Conversely, the Wuhan campaign became the starting
point of sitzkrieg between China and Japan. After the Wuhan campaign, Japan’s agression to China
changed from strategic attack to strategic stalemate and China’ s resistance against Japan also changed
from strategic defence to strategic stalemate.
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
