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China & Consolidation of the World Anti fascist Alliance

Abstract: After the establishment of the World Anti-fascist Alliance, China did her best to
consolidate it. Militarily, China not only tried to coordinate with the allied armies’ combats in
Southeast A sia, but also followed the G rand Strategy to place first priority on the defeat of Germany.
Diplomatically, China enhanced the relations with UK and USA by Chiang Kai-Shek’ s visit to India
and Song Mei-ling’ s visit to the United States; China’ s persistent anti-Japanese war and her
diplomatic efforts made herself win the big power status, which conversely helped to inspire China’ s
anti-Japanese war, to strengthen the cooperation among the allied countries.
