Journalism education § countermeasures to
them are 1. break the system of only-oneiterary-art teaching; 2. let the students of journalism and
communication understand all the knowledge as they can; 3. raise the students all kinds of abilities;

4. do well the teaching system and teaching materials building; 5. re-build the teachers ranks.
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
