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Abstract; Carl Gustav Jung, as a theoretician and psychotherapist, his opinions about the dy namics of
the psy che and the interests about the mystical experience, his interpreting of the symbolic meanings of the
images in our inner world, his theory of midlife crisis and spiritual experience of himself, as well as the
concerning in literature and practice of mnon-occidental, inspired today’ s transpersonal psychology.

Furthermore the development of Jungian school, especially the theory of Michael Washburn, is an

important component of transpersonal movement.
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
