Abstract: QU Yuan was born in the prosperous time as was in power of King Xuan and King Wei in
the history of Chu. Up till then. Kui had been a part of the state of Chu territory for nearly 300 years.
According to Lisao, QU Yuan was born on the yin day of the yin month in a yin year of the lunar calendar.
The cultural background of this auspicious day was very similar to Kui. where Ba customs were more
popular than Chu customs. and it was different from the traditions of worshiping phoenix and dragon in the
capital of Yin. In the poems and essays of all periods of time, there were far more ruins and remains about
QU Yuan in Zigui County than that in the vicinity of Jiangling. So QU Yuan’ s birthplace is not Jiangling
but Zigui in Hubei province.
