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Abstract: Northeast Asia is a target of rivalry and a main battlefield of confrontation between sea
powers and land powers due to its special geostrategic features which sea powers and land powers meet
in the region. This essay focuses on the confrontation between sea powers and land powers. Five
periods are considered: the period of confrontation between China and Japan. the period of
confrontation between Japan, England and Russia. the period of confrontation between USSR, China
and Japan, the period of confrontation between China. USSR and America. Japan. the period of
rivalry centering on Korean Peninsula among China, America, Japan and Russia after the end of the
cold war, Based on analysis, the essay attempts to characterize confrontation between sea powers and
land powers and to give our country some inspiration.
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
